POWER SUPPLY 
ECTACO iTRAVL® is powered by a special Li-Polymer rechargeable battery. When the 
battery becomes weak, the red LED signal starts blinking. In that case, the voice function 
will be disabled in order to prevent excessive discharge of the battery and a resulting loss 
of data in RAM. To restore full functionality of the device, recharge the battery as soon as 
possible. 

How to Recharge the Battery 
• Make sure the battery is inserted in the battery compartment.
